In the 21st century a web presence is as essential to a small business owner as an 800 number yet, only 46% of US small business report having a website.  By providing technology assistance to these small businesses, youth engaged in this summer work experience will not only acquire 21st century skills tied directly to their future educational and professional success and earning power they will directly benefit businesses and organizations in their own community.  Students earn $8.00/hour and work 20 hours/week.
